e. AB 617 CSC Meeting — September 10, 2025
For the first time, the Imperial County Air Pollution Control District — Community
Steering Committee (CSC) voted to allow Seeley County Water District (SCWD),
which represents Seeley, a disadvantaged community, to submit projects for
consideration. SCWD submitted a park project that includes greening efforts
designed to reduce air pollution and improve air quality. The project is currently
awaiting approval from the Imperial County Board of Supervisors in October.
The CSCis a collaborative forum where residents and community stakeholders from
disadvantaged areas partner with local air districts and the California Air Resources
Board (CARB) to address air pollution and enhance community health. Under AB
617, applications have opened for greening projects that directly support cleaner air
and healthier environments for residents.
